2.	 INTRODUCTION
Suitable for supporting large panels from cars or commercial vehicles. Features fully adjustable arms to fit many styles of bonnets, 
wings, doors, bumpers and tailgates. Each level can rotate 360° to suit. Fitted with two fixed Ø180mm wheels and two braked castors 
for manoeuvrability.

4.	 ASSEMBLY
Assemble panel stand according to the parts diagram attached.

5.	 OPERATION
5.1.	 Loosen the knobs and adjust the position of the cross tubes as 

required.
5.2.	 If required, secure the help of a second person, and lift the vehicle 

panel into position, find a suitable feature to rest it on the cross 
tubes.

5.3.	 If further security is required, use chains or similar to attach to a suitable feature on the panel and stretch the chain to the brackets on 
the oblique tubes and secure. DO NOT let go of the panel until you are sure that it is properly secured.
